GETTING STARTED

BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. Make sure the unit is turned OFF.

2. Locate the battery cover on the back of
the activity panel. Use a screwdriver to
loosen the screw.

3. Install 2 new ‘AA’ (AM-3/LR6) batteries
following the diagram inside the
battery box. (The use of a new alkaline
batteries is recommended for maximum
performance.)

4. Replace the battery cover and tighten
the screw to secure.

Attach the two activity panel support
posts to the top of the two activity panel
support bases.

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Insert the two gym support legs to the
two activity panel support bases. Use four
screws to attach each of the legs to the
activity panel support bases, tightening
the screws until secure.

Insert the activity panel between the two
activity panel support posts. Use the two
big plastic screws to attach the activity
panel to the activity panel support posts.
The activity panel can be attached in
three different positions to suit baby’s
needs.

Insert the gym arch to the two support
legs until you hear them click into place.
Make sure the arch is securely attached
to the base. Once the arch is attached
to the base, it cannot be removed.

To adjust the angle of the tree. Slide the
two purple tabs on the back of the activity
panel and adjust the tree to suit baby’s
needs.
