GETTING STARTED

Battery Removal and Installation

1. Make sure the unit is turned Off.

2. Find the battery cover located on the
bottom of the turtle. Use a screwdriver
to loosen the screw and then open the
battery cover.

3. Remove old batteries by pulling up on
one end of each battery.

4. Install 2 new AAA batteries following the diagram inside the battery
box. (For best performance, alkaline batteries or fully charged Ni-
MH rechargeable batteries are recommended.)

5. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw to secure.

1. Connect the Handle Top to the Handle Base as shown below.
Please note that once the handle pieces are connected, they
cannot be separated.
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2. Attach the Handle Base to the turtle’s body by inserting the Handle
into the slot on the back of the turtle.




3. To remove the Handle, press the two buttons on either side of the
Handle Base and pull out the handle from the back of the turtle.

To preserve battery life, the 2-in-1 Toddle & Talk Turtle™ will
automatically shut off after approximately one minute without
input. The unit can be turned on again by pressing any button or
turning the back wheel.

Wheel Sensor

Push or pull the turtle with or without
the handle attached to hear a variety
of fun sounds and short tunes. Watch
the turtle’s head bob and the butterfly’s
wings flap up and down. The light will
flash with the sounds.
