ends face the proper direction as indicated inside the battery compartment.  
3.  Replace the compartment cover and tighten the screws.

3. Select Bluetooth® on your device and 
     make sure it is on.

5. Select the name “MGA Keyboard”  to connect 
    your device.
Note: The instrument can only connect to one smart 
device at a time. You will not be able to connect two 
devices to the same instrument. 

When using your device, follow the below steps. 

Follow the 
    steps under Bluetooth®. 
2. Make sure the volume on your device is set to the 
    maximum volume. 
3. Choose your favorite song. 
4. Make sure the song is on pause. 
5. Continuously play the keys to start the song. If you 
    stop playing the keyboard, the song will continue 
    for a few seconds and then pause. Play the 
    keyboard again to continue the song.
For the best experience, choose a song that �ts the 
instrument’s genre. 

TROUBLESHOOTING

Press the keys on 
the piano to add the piano to the band. Press again 
to turn off the band.
While in Bluetooth®, press once to start the song 
on your device and play it like a speaker. Pressing 
the keys will pause the music. 
NOTE: When you play the keys, the keyboard music will start. 
The music will stop playing when you stop playing the keys.
